Dip You Know?

Propitiation is the act of assuming guilt and punishment for someone else (you
did not commit the crime, but take the punishment as if you had). Jesus Christ
is the propitiation of our sins. He assumed our guilty verdict and punishment for
our sins when He died on the cross. Jesus did/does not commit sin, He is the only
One who can hold the Law perfectly. It is through His death that we are sanctified.

Sanctification is the process of becoming holy, that is, spiritual growth which
follows justification. We are justified through Jesus’ death on the cross. By
believing—having faith that Jesus paid the price for our sins, we are led to lead
holy lives.

MonNpAY — THE Psaim Read Psalm 118:15-29

Who is the rejected stone that becomes the cornerstone?

Jesus Christ — This was accomplished by Jesus being betrayed and turned over fo
His enemies (rejected), crucified, and put to dedth. His death on the cross is for our
salvation, making Him the cornersfone.

TugespAy — THE OLD TESTAMENT Read Job 19:23-27

What is the significance of Job wanting his confession of faith recorded?
(verses 23-24)

Job wanted his words inscribed on a scroll with an iron pen or lead (possibly chiseled
onfo sfone or a rock); it cannot be erased, but preserved for future generdtions.

What does verse 25 mean?

“Redeemer lives and at the last He will stand upon the earth” — God will always
be there, genuinely desiring each one of us to be with Him eterndly in heaven.
On the last day, God will judge His believers as innocent because Jesus died for the
propitiation (atonement) of our sins.

What does verse 26 mean?

“And after my skin has been thus destroyed, yet in my flesh I shdll see God” —
After we die, it is not the end. We believers will be with God eterndlly, in heaven as
spirif, on the new earth in glorified bodies.

Who went to the tomb to anoint Jesus?

Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome

What did the women find when they arrived at the tomb?

The large stone covering the entrance to the tfomb had been rolled away. Upon
entering the Tomb, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, dressed in a white
robe, and they were dlarmed. And he said to them, “Do not be dlarmed. You seek
Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has risen; He is not here”

dough as a term for His Holy Gospel. .. Bad leavened dough He uses as a ferm
for the doctrines of men and for hypocrisy” (Spangenberg, The Christian Year
