Jesus was teaching or preaching the Word of God to the people on the shore.

(verse 4) How did Simon react?

For when the Lord said o Simon: “Put out into the deep and let down your nets for
a cafch” Simon Peter fdltered in the Faith. After toiling all night and cafching not «
single fish, from beside the recently cleaned and now nicely stowed away nets, Peter
sighs out: “Master, we toiled dll night and took nothing! But af your word T will let down
the nets” You'd better wafch what happens when the Word of God sounds forth.

What happened when Simon put the nets down at the Word of God? (verses 6-8)

For this is the same Word, of the same Lord, who said: “Let there be light,” and
there was light (Genesis 1:3); Who said: “Let the waters swarm with swarms of living
creatures” (Genesis 1:20).. and it was so.

He credted, by the same Word, those fish that He drew into the nets that day. So
many, that the net broke and they had to beckon to their partners in the other ship
o help them pull the net up.

How should we, Christians, react in times of persecution? (verses 14—15)
