The Ascension of our Lord is celebrated on the fortieth day of Easter, which is always
on a Thursday. The name comes from the Latin word “ascensio” or “ascensa” which

means to ascend. This feast celebrates Jesus Christ’s bodily ascension to Heaven.

THE GOSPEL Read Mark 16:14-20

This lesson describes Jesus Christ’s last physical appearance after His resurrection.
To whom did He appear?

Jesus appeared to the Eleven apostles (Judas Iscariot was not present).

Why did Jesus rebuke (scold) them? (verse 14)

They had hardened their hearts and did not believed those who saw Jesus after He
had risen.

What did Jesus command them to do? (verse 15)

Proclaim the Gospel to the whole creation.

What promise did Jesus give to those who are baptized? (verse 16)

“Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved”

What signs did Jesus give the Eleven to confirm their apostleship? (verses 17-18)
- They will be able to cast out demons

- They will speak in hew tongues (foreign languages)

- They will be able to pick up serpents with their hands

- Deadly poison will not hurt them, if consumed

- They will be able to lay their hands on the sick to heal them
